I believe the extra information you wanted was intervals between  INR tests. This is very variable as it depends on whether any patients were started in the period being looked at but the following should give an approximate figure. In the quarter between 1/10/2002 and 31/12/2002 there were 76 patients registered to the clinic. 74 patients attended for blood tests during that quarter and the total number INRs taken were 275 so by my calculations the number of INRs per patient in that quarter was 275/76 which is 3.6 in 92 days on average so the average interval between tests is 25.5 days but it has to be understood that some patients are going 12 weeks between tests and others are needing tests more than once a week if they are unstable. The reason why all 76 patients didn’t attend that quarter is because  some patients will have discontinued their warfarin as they had completed their therapy during that period and didn’t require a further test and some patients may have moved away.    
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
