The only change of any note is that the number of patients who have not had a blood test in the last 12m has more than doubled. Ideally all patients should have a blood test annually. However this rise will need further investigation. It  may be that the rise in patients not tested is because of new patients on the register where we have no record of their last TSH level to hand as their records are not through. Another possible explanation is a rise in the number of patients where a formal decision not to repeatedly test because of other problems eg terminal illness, dementia has been made.
